O anti-scald devices for faucets and shower | O safety tassels and inner cord stops to help
heads to help prevent burns from hot water | prevent strangulation in blind cord loops

home and near bedrooms to detect fire prevent injuries to fingers and hands

O window guards and safety netting to help
prevent falls from windows, balconies,
decks and landings

O cordless phone to make it easier when
watching your child.
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
